Care is one of the most critical components of our life together as Christians.  

Being there in times of need for each other.  Responding in love in practical ways 

to the needs of our brothers and sisters in faith.  And yet in this busy and compli-

cated world of today, it is all too easy to miss the opportunities to respond to these 

needs.  Often times the needs go undiscovered, or unrevealed.  For a church to 

adequately care for each other in todayõs world, an organized church-wide care 

program is necessary.  

Covenant Care , a new program we are unveiling here at CCC, seeks to               

address that very issue in a systematic way.  On a practical level, it means that the 

Care Ministry of the church, in cooperation and consultation with the pastors, 

chooses and trains 12 Covenant Care Coordinators .  These coordinators are then 

responsible for overseeing the care of their Care Group , an assigned 1/12 th of the 

congregation.  The coordinator will be responsible for maintaining periodic               

contact with the members and families of their Care Group, noticing when they 

are absent from church for a period of time, or when needs or crises may arrive.  

The coordinator will then make referrals to access the many resources (see table 

below) already available through the overall Care Ministry of our church, in order 

to respond to those needs in effective, practical and timely ways.  In addition, the 

Care Group, over time, may itself become a vehicle for both fellowship and care 

for the members of their own group, helping us to better live out the model of the 

church that we read about in the Book of Acts.  

Over the next months, you will be contacted by a Covenant Care Coordinator 

who will introduce themselves to you, and invite you to contact them whenever 

needs arise that the church might be able to help with.  They will also offer to pray 

for you.  Please be encouraged to share with them your needs and prayer               

concerns so that we can better be the church community that God calls us to be!
