 My hands are a mess this morning.  They are scratched and dried out 
and thereôs even some dirt under my fingernails.  Why?  Well itôs summer 
time (or about to be) and Iôve been playing in the garden.  Over the last            
couple of weeks Iôve turned over the flower beds, planted new perennials, 
nurtured my favorite morning glories from seeds, and planted the pots of           
annuals that I love.  And in a few more weeks, after some more sun and 
some more rain ï my yard and flowers will look amazing and I will smile just 
to look at them.  But thereôs a cost ï my hands are all messed up for one 
thing, and it takes time to do all that digging and weeding and planting.              
But I believe itôs worth it in the end.  
 There are reasons I am drawn to gardening despite being a some-
what lazy person.  It teaches me.  It teaches me the value of working hard 
and being patient for the reward.  It reminds me that growing things need 
tending and to be carefully cared for.  And in August and September when 
the flowers begin to fade away, they will remind me that all life goes through 
cycles of renewal and of loss.  But now at the beginning of summer it is the 
tending that I am most intrigued by. 
 There are of course many things in our lives that must be tended in 
order for them to do well and key among them are our relationships.  And the 
most important of our relationships is our relationship with God our Father.  I 
was recently reminded how easy it is to let go of being intentional about  
connecting with God, or making room for the Holy Spirit to be present to us.  
I know that I need to be reminded often to make specific room in my             
schedule for those moments of spiritual renewal and connection.   
 It is not just for our own sake that we should dig into our relationship 
with God.  It is also for the sake of those around us.  One of my first clear 
faith memories is waking up early in the morning as a little girl and coming 
into the living room to find my Dad kneeling in prayer and reading his Bible. 
That image has stayed with me throughout my life even as Iôve been on my 
own faith journey.   
 The impact that our faith life has on others can never be measured, 
but we can be assured that there are those who see, and who are                        
encouraged in their journey, because of the faith displayed                            
on our journey. 
 This summer, as you tend to your gardenðtend also 
to your relationship with God.  Look for moments to reflect, to 
renew, to dig deeper and to remember what drew you to being 
a child of God in the first place.  Then finally when new growth 
arrives, and blooms astound you, rejoice in Godôs faithful 
presence and care.
