e There is a play room off of the narthex with a video feed and a viewing room with a window into
the sanctuary. This is also the meeting room for "wiggle worship" - the class for toddlers to
pre-k, which meets during the second half of worship.

Coffee and refreshments are available after worship in the fireside room, hosted today by the
Fellowship Ministry. All are welcome!
